5t. John Neumann was born in Bohenua m 1811, but was ordained
to the priesthood 1n New York. His first assignment was to work
with immigrants in Buffalo because he was fluent in seven
languages, and therefore was able to speak to many people 1 their
native language. He became bishop of Philadelphia in 1852, He
orgamzed the first Catholic school system in the United States.
Within eight years of his becoming bishop, Philadelphia went from
having only two Catholic schools to having almost 100 Catholic
schools. He had a constant love and concem for the people
around him He died in 1860 at the age of 48. He 1s the first
male Canonized Saint from the United States.

Saint John Neumann, you helped organize Catholic education in the United
Sfates. Please walch over all Catholic schools and help them be a model of
Christianity in their actions as well as their words.  Amen.

The Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People, adopted by the United 5tates
Conference of Catholic Bishops in 2002, requires parishes and schools to provide formation to children
in the areas of safety and the integrity of their person. Tio assist our families with this important task,
our diccese has developed the "Diocese of Rockford Formation in Christian Chastity and Safe
Environment Program™. This program that the Diocese of Rodkford offers is based in large measure on
programs developed by the Diocese of Harrisburg and the Diccese of Peoria. Both of these programs
used as a principal source The Catechism af the Catholic Church.

The benefits of this new program are twofold:

®  First, the program places a strong emphasis on the Church's recognition that parents are the
primary educators of their children, particularly in the areas of human imtimacy. Throughout the

Diocese of Rockford Formation in Christian Chastity and 5afe Environment Program, parents are

given a wealth of ideas and tools designed to assist them in fulfilling their task as primary

educators of their children in these areas. Under this program the cdassroom will serve as
reinforcement of the concepts taught in the home, always sensitive to the primary role to be
played by parents.

® Secondly, the program in its Chastity Formation portion more concretely answers the Bishops'
call "to provide formation to children in the areals) of . . . the imegrity of their person." Put
quite simply, when we faithfully instill in our children the Catholic faith, we are protecting them
against abuse and teaching them how to respond should they be victimized.

The Diocese of Rockford Formation in Christian Chastity and Safe Environment Program will be
taught in grades 1 through 8. The materials are comprehensive, thorough and meaningful, and are
being used by educators in many other dioceses with great success. For more information on this
programi, you may visit the Diocese's Education Office website at wwwy ceorgckford gre under the Child
Safety Page. The program is mandatory for all Parish Religious Education programs and Catholic primary
schools in the Diocese of Rockford.

Prior to teaching the safe environment curriculum, the Parish and School must offer a meeting
for parents. John Lamperis {DRE), Roseann Feldmann {Principal) and | will be conducting this meeting In
5t. Peter's gym on Sunday evening, January 17, at 7:00 p.m. This session will address the following:

* General guidelines to assist parents in protecting their children from abuse;

*  Appropriate bowndaries for adults working with children;

®*  How parents can discuss personal safety issues with their children, induding touching safety and
Internet safety; and

® A review of the content of the school's safe environment curriculum for children.

We offer this program as part of our ongoing commitment to create and maintain a safe
environment for our children, to protect them from sexual abuse, and to instruct them in the integrity of
their persons and bodies. Although attendance by parents at this parent session is optional, we hope
that you will be able to join us.
