St. Padre Pio’s Feast Day, September 23
Born in Pietrelcina, Italy on May 25, 1887 and ordained on Aungust 10, 1910.
Celebrating the Holy Mass was the center of his spirituality.
He loved the Rosary and praved it continually.
He suffered from poor health his entire life, and offered all of his bodily sufferings
to God as a sacrifice, for the conversion of souls.
On September 20, 1918 he received the visible wounds of Christ’s crucifivion (the
stigmata). He bore the stigmata for 50 years until his death.
He had the ability to read hearts, and heard confession for 10-12 hours a day.
He died on September 23, 1968 and was declared a saint on June 16, 2002,

“All the seasons of the year can be found in your sonl. Somefimes yon
Sfeel the winter of sterility, distraction, listlessness, and boredom;
sometimes the dews of the monith of May with the perfume of holy litile
[flowers (good deeds and penance). Sometimes you experience the colors
of the desire fo please God. Neothing remains buit the autumn, which does
not bear much fruit, but if often happens that, when the grain is threshed
and the grapes crushed, you find that the harvest is greater than it had
promised! You would like it to be efernally spring and summer, but these
rofations are necessary, both internally and externally.  Only in heaven
will everything be spring as regards beaufy; aufumn as regards enjoyment;
and summer as regards love. There will be ne winter, but here winfer is
necessary in order fo practice self-denial and beauntiful litfle virfues.™
