The Stranger in the Home
(This was shared on the Drew Mariani show on Relevant Radio AM 930 on 1-11-2010

A few months before I was borm, my dad met a siranger who was new to our small Tennessee
town. From the beginning, Dad was fascinated with this enchanting newcomer, and soon imvited
him to live with our family. The stranger was quickly accepted
and was around to welcome me into the world a few months later. As T grew up I never
questioned his place in cur fanaly. Mom tanght me to love the Word of God. Dad taught me to
obey it. But the stranger was our storyteller. He could weave the most fascinating tales.
Adventures, mysteries and comedies were daily conversations. He could hold our whole family

for hours each evening. He was like a fiend to the whole family. He took Dad, Bill
and me to our first major league baseball game. He was always encouraging us fo see  movies
and he even made amrangements to introduce us to several movie stars. The stranger was an
mcessant talker. Dad didn't seem to mind, but sometimes Mom would quietly get up - while the
rest of us were enthralled with one of his stories of faraway places - and go to her room, read her
Bible and pray. I wonder now if she ever prayed that the stranger would leave. You see, my dad
muled our household with certain moral convictions. But this stranger never felt an obligation to
honor them Profamity, for example, was not allowed in our house - not from us, from our
friends, or adults. Cur longtime visitor, howewver, nsed occasional four-letter words that burmed
my ears and made Dad squirm. To my knowledge the stranger was never confronted. My dad
was a teetotaler who didn't permit alcohol in his home - not even for cooking. But the stranger
felt we needed exposure and enlightened us to other ways of life. He offered us beer and other
alcoholic beverages often. He made cigarettes look tasty, cigars manly, and pipes distinguizhed.
He talked freely (too much too freely) about sex. His comments were sometimes blatant,
sometimes  suggestive, and generally embarrassing. I know now that my early concepts of the
man/woman relationship were influenced by the stranger. As I look back, I believe it was by the
grace of God  that the stranger did not influence us more.  Time after time he opposed the
values of my parents. Yet he was seldom rebuked and never asked to leave. More than thirty
years have passed since the stranger moved in with the young family on Momingside Drve. But
if T were to walk into myy parents’ den today, you would still see him sitting over in a comer,
waiting for someone to listen to him talk and watch him draw his pictures. His name? We always
called him TV.

Ifyou feel, after reading this, that you would like to change your family'’s habits with regard to
televizion, how should you ge about it? First, make sure that both parenis are in agreement.
Then, (1)Bestrict firmly the number of programs watched and choose specific programs to watch
and watch them as a famity (“something™ that inspires yon and upholds your Catholic moral
values) (2)Offer altemative activities of a creative sort, e.g. crafts, puppetry, dressing-up,
drawing and painting, modeling, pets, various hobbies, sports, mmsic, games, cards, nature
studies, gardening. (3)Encourage reading of well-written books (classics). Read aloud to your
children  (4)Aim at a positive and warm family hife, inferesting mealtimes, bedtime stones,
singing, mursery thymes, etc. (5)Try to find friends who think the same way and help each other.

POLICY FOR SPECTACULAR CLASSROOM PROJECTS FUNDING
PASSED BY VOTE OF THE HOME AMND SCHOOL ASSQOCIATION COMMITTEE AS AVWHOLE
CCTORER 20, 2009

1SSUE: Due to current economic conditions, Mrs. Feldmann has recommended that parents do not solicit any financial
contributions to fund the creation of this years Classroom Projects which are auctioned off at The Spectacular. It is being proposed
that on a one-year trial basis, funding for this year’s projects comes out of the profits from the event

EOLICY DETAILS:
. The amount allotted is up to $90.00 per classroom. (There are up to 20 Classroom Projects created x $90.00 =
$1.800.00 rowl if all classrooms utilize their full amount.)

1 e encourage the conservative use of these funds as they are a debit against the Spectacular annual income. W

encourage and allow parents to ask for specific supplies to be donated. For example, if the Bth Grade project requires
clay to create, the leaders of the projects may ask specifically for the clay they need to be donated.

3. There is no obligation to use Home and School Assocdiation funding for the use of creating the Classroom Projects. For
example, if parents who work to create the project wish to donate the cost of materials for their project, they may
consider the cost of materials as a donation to the Spectacular.

4. The Classroom Projects Committee Chairs must approve projects prior to parents beginning the project for each
classroom. A project proposal will be submitted to the Committee Chairs with an estimated cost for each project.

5. If any projects require funding abowve the allotted $90.00 per classroom, special permission must be granted by a vote of
the Committee as a VWhole (all Home and School Association Board Committes Members) at a regularly scheduled
manthly Home and School Association Meeting. Some items to note“mraditional” projects such as the Second Grade
Rosary with the “My Day with Jesus™ Book and the special Bth Grade Project are the projects most fikely to need
additional funding.

6. Receipts for project materials must be submitted with a Home and School Association Reimbursement Request Form
prior to cash disbursement. As with all Reimbursement Requests, the process requires three signatures for approwal: (1)
the school Principal, (2) te Home and School Assodiation President, and (3) the Home and School Assodiation
Treasurer.

7. Parent volunteers who are creating the Classroom Projects may not, under any circumstances, ask class parents for
B. This policy is effective immediately. A review of said policy will be conducted following the condusion of the 2010
Spectacular and prior to the planning of te 201 | Spectacular.
