Keeping Your Kids Catholic - Part II - The Captivating Power of
the Eucharist

When my three-year-old son makes the sign of the cross and sweetly tells Jesus how much he loves Him,
I am so proud. When that same son screams in anger and frustration, I am ashamed. He learned to do
both by imitating me.

Wouldn't parenting be casier if children would just do all the good things you tell them to do, and none of
the rotten things they see you do? Children are natural-born imitators: they mimic whatever they see,
both good anc bad. Unfortunately, parents are not always natural-born good examples.

If we want our children to be good Catholics, Chen we must be good Catholics. IF we want them to |[ve
and love their Catholic faith, then ou- children must see us living and loving eur faith, The formula is so
easy, and yeat so hard o apply consistenlly. To always be a good example to both your young children
and beens is extremely difficult, even with God’'s grace. Fortunately, there are ways to make up for our
parental shartoomings.

The most effective way bo keep your teens in the Catholic Church is to show them how to fall in love with
Jesus Christ in the Blessed Sacrament, The Cucharist is the secrel weapon in the war for the soul of your
teenager. The combined forces of the world, the flesh, and the devil are utterly powerless against it.

The new Catechism calls the Eucharist "Lhe heart and the summit of the Church’s life," as well as the
"sum and surmnmary of our faith." (CCC, #1407, £1327). The Eucharist is the sacrament of sacraments,
Lhe divine reality toward which all the other sacraments point and in which they are all fulfilled.

Currently, there is a lamentable lack of faith in the Real Presence. A 1993 Gallup poll revealed that 70%
of Catholics hold false views about Christ’s pressnoe in the Eucharist, Qnly 30% of those Catholics
surveyed correctly believe that Jesus Christ is truly present—body, blood, souw!, and divinity—under the
appearznce of bread and wine, A mare recent survey found that aellef In the Real Prasence sharply
decreases armong vounger Catholics. Only 17% of 18-29 vear-oles accept that Jesus Christ iz truly
presont in Haly Communion. It is shocking that five out of six Catholic tecnagers rejeck the Real
Presence, the heart of our faith.

Ihe Eucharist is an infinitely precious gift from God because it is God. How many Catholics appreciate the
immeasurable graces which flow from this sacrament? How many of us ere aware that by receiving
Communion in the state of grace, we receive forgiveness of our venial sins, grace to avoid martal sins,
and a desper unlon with Christ? Going o Communion also binds us to the Sacred Heart of Jesus,
strengthens us to persevere in our earthly pilgrimage, and makes us long for eternal life. When we truly
believe these promises, we will teach our children to treasure this gift above all others.

But before we can strengthen our teen's faith in the Eucharist, we must first revitalize our own faith. We
should deepen our knowladge of this sacrameant, sinca love Increases with knowledge. As Frank Sheed
noted, "Every new thing known about God is a new reason for loving Him" (Theology and Sanity),
Likewise, the more we learn about the Eucharist, the more we will cherish it. Additionally, the better we
know this doctrine, the better we can communicate it to our teens.

An excellent place to begin studying the Eucharist is the Catechism of the Catholic Church, paragrephs
