How can we as families become involved in this Year for Priests?

May
the Blessed Mother 5 own pierced heart inspire them to embrace all who
suffer at the foot of the cross.  May your priests be holy, filled with the fire
of your love seeking nothing but your greater glory and the salvation af
souls.

2) Send a letter of thanks to our parish priests thanking them for their
commitment to our parish.

3) Share with your children the names and any memories of priests who
married you and performed sacraments such as Baptism or First
Communion.

4) Have a family movie night and watch a great movie that respects the
priesthood, such as The Bells of St. Mary 5 or Boys Town.
