ST. PETER RECORDS FALL 
AT TROY INVITATIONAL

St. Peter Rockets Cross Country placed two teams in the top ten at the 49 team Troy Invitational 
last Saturday in Shorewood, IL. Led by MaryGrace Phelan in 58th place, the Girls 7th Grade team 
placed 10th. The 8th Grade Girls team finished in 7th place led by their powerhouse top 3 trio of 
Maria Tavierne, Elizabeth Allon and Katy Huber, all finishing in the top 50. Maria Tavierne 
finished 11th in the 2 mile race with a time of 12:29, shattering the 2 year old St. Peter record by 
21 seconds. 

The Boys 8th Grade team placed 15th overall with their top 3 finishers placing in the top 
51. Leading the team in 22nd place was Charlie Zimmer with a time of 11:31 followed by 
Jonathon Young and Matthew Martin. Zimmer broke the St. Peter boys 2 mile record set just last 
year by 7 seconds.

It is noteworthy that most of St. Peter's competition on Saturday was from schools with a much 
larger student population than St. Peter and teams that on average were twice as large as the 
Rocket runners.

St. Peter's next contest will be against their conference rivals Monday afternoon at Leroy Oaks 
Forest Preserve in St. Charles where the team will attempt a second conference win this season.

Holy Angels came into the game only having 
allowed 21 total points scored against their defense in 4 
games.   Their average margin of victory was 30+ points.
