This year, St. Peter School , along with other schools and community groups in Geneva , Will be partnering in
aprojectcalled The S.A.N.T.A. (Send A New Toy (to) Appalachia) Project -- to help make the holidays
brighter for underprivilege d children in Appalachia, Kentucky.

For the children in Geneva, lllinois, holiday time is one of great joy. There are sparkling decorations, there
are plenty of traditional baked goodies, and of course there are gifts, gifts and more gifts!

For the ch ildren who live in Appalachia, Kentucky, holiday time is no different from any other time of the

year. There are no decorations - many of the families do not even have electricity. Most of the students
eat only one good meal a day - food provided by the ~ Federal Lunch Program at the school they attend.
Gifts (if they come at all) are provided by the local Fire Department - and they are very minimal.

Our school community can help make a difference in the lives of these very underprivileged children! This
is an optional program, but we hope you will consider being a part of the S.A.N.T.A. Project .




The families who will be receiving our donations new toys live in an area where jobs are almost non -
existent. The average annual family income there is less th an $12,000. Besides the problems that stem
from their financial difficulties, many of the children in these homes suffer low self -esteem and other
emotional issues.  Most of the time they feel hopeless.

We are asking all interested St. Peter School families to make a difference by donating one or more of the
following items: dolls, action figures, books, board games, puzzles, blocks, sports items (basketballs,

footballs, soccer balls, etc.), cars, trucks, trains, kitchen play sets, craft kits, art kits, etc. Because many of
the families in this rural area of Kentucky do not have electricity, and because they have no means of

purchasing batteries, electric toys and electronic equipment would not be appropriate. Toys should not be

tagged or gift -wra pped.

The toys will be collected October 17 -21, in boxes located outside the main office of St. Peter School. All
items collected will be delivered to Kentucky by Jerry and Wen Marcec, long  -time, active St. Peter Parish
members. Wen's organization, A Lasting World Inc., has been working with impoverished families in

Appalachia for the past 10 years. In 2006, A Lasting World initiated Camp H.O.P.E. (Helping Our Planet

Earth), a one -week, all -expenses -paid environmental education camp for middle school students in
Appalachia. At holiday time each year, A Lasting World focuses on providing holiday toys to children who
would otherwise have no Christmas gifts. Jerry and Wen will be speaking to St. Peter School 6th -8th grade

students during religion classe s on October 11, to explain more about their ministry work in Appalachia.
