Bobby has brought the Good 

News through music all over America (49 out of 50 states!) and all over the world (as far away 

as Perth, Australia). He offers workshops and concerts at the parish, diocesan, regional, national 

and international level, including presentations at the National Catholic Youth Conference 

(NCYC) and World Youth Day. Somehow in the midst of all this he finds time to lead the annual 

guitar schools of the National Pastoral Musicians Association (NPM). He also makes room to be 

a clinician for the One Bread, One Cup youth liturgy conferences at St. Meinrad, Indiana every 

summer, whose theme song was just composed by Bobby along with his friends Greg Lee, Craig 

Aven and Ken Canedo. Are you getting exhausted just reading this?  

Bobby is truly one of the finest guitarists in the Catholic music scene today. He is always tapped 

to either play guitar or lead the band at many of the major liturgical and youth conventions 

around the country. More than anything else Bobbyôs greatest joy in life is making music with 

good friends for God and Godôs people. He truly believes that God uses music to heal and 

transform peopleôs lives. He lives in Cincinnati with his wife, Tarri, and family.

Kandinsky 

1866-1944 
Kandinsky grew up in Russia and took music and art lessons as a child, but did 

not become a professional artist until he was 30.  He gave up his job as a law 

professor and moved to Germany to study art.  In those days people thought 

that a drawing or painting had to be realistic.   The Impressionist painters 

started to change that, but Kandinsky was the first artist to take the final step 

away from realism:  he painted the first totally abstract pictures, paintings, that 

were pure designs, and believed that colors and forms had meanings all their 

own.  He often compared art to music.  He was quoted, òColor is the keyboard, 

the eyes are the 

harmonies, the soul is 

the piano with many 

strings.  The artist is 

the hand that plays, 

touching one key or 

another, to cause

ST. PETER CROSS COUNTRY WINS 
COYOTE INVITATIONAL

In a late season contest last Tuesday the St. Peter Cross Country team swept the 11 team field at the Coyote 
Invitational hosted by Cambridge Lakes Charter School in Pingree Grove.  In the 5/6th grade 1.5 mile race the 
Rockets beat 2nd place Zion Lutheran by a score of 52-87.  Winning his 5th race this season, 6th grader Sam 
McEnery won the boys division in 9:44 while 5th grader Megan Cahill notched her first win of the season in the 
girls division with a time of 10:46.

The 7th and 8th grade St. Peter team won their 1.5 mile race with a near perfect score of 25 points beating 2nd 
place conference rival St. Catherine with 109 points.  After only 3 days of rest after his record breaking 7th place 
finish at the IESA State Meet, 8th grader Jon Young led the boys race to the finish in another St. Peter record time 
of 8:52.  Despite spending part of her day at the hospital on Sunday after finishing 21st at the IESA State Meet 
Saturday, 8th grader Maria Tavierne still managed to win the girls division in a time of 9:50.

St. Peter Cross Country will finish their successful season on Thursday while attempting to defend their conference 
crown at the Tri-County Conference Championship meet at Randall Oaks Park in West Dundee.
