A NOTE FROM OUR NURSE: Please be advised that the lllinois Department of Public Health has changed
the Child Health Examination Code regarding thehihipria, Pertussis, and Tetanus requirement.

While the rule change states, "beginning with school year-2@11it cannot be enforced until next year
201213, because it was not finalized until after school started this fall.

The change states: "Beginningth school year 20%12, any child entering sixth grade shall show proof
(see Section 665.250(b) of receiving one dose of Tdap (defined as tetahtierdipacellular pertussis)
vaccine regardless of the interval since the last DTaP, DT or Td dasten&t entering grades seven through
12 who have not already received Tdap are required to receive 1 Tdap dose regardless of the interval since t
last DTaP, DT, or Td."

There is also some speculation that they will require a Varicella (chicken pox¢bfmosext year, but
that has not become law yet.

If a 6th or 7th grade student at our school needs a Tdap vaccine, letters were sent home to the parent
last week.
