Christmas is a time of Giving Lots of “Presence”

Mrs. Feldmann talked after the school Mass last week about becoming part of the
5t. Peter’s Advent “Conspiracy”. Have you seen the video on Mrs. Bolin’s teacher
pages? Particularly in our consumenist world, this video is a really good reminder
of the “bigger picture”, what the true meaning of Chnistmas is. Being part of this
“conspiracy” entails buying less “presents” and giving gifts of more meaning,
giving gifts of your “presence” with others. How did Jesus celebrate Christmas? -
By giving the gift of Himself God loves us so much that he came to us as a baby -
giving of Himself to us, for our salvation How truly awesome this is!!

Did you miss Fr. Rocky’s talk, Raising Children of Strong Character? He had so
many wonderful ideas that will help you and your families be part of this
“conspiracy” this Advent and throughout the new year He began his talk with not
a focus on “our children™ but on “our marriages.” He emphasized the need for a
loving relationship between spouses as the foundation upon which to raise children
of strong character. “The children need to know Dad really loves Mom and Mom
really loves Dad.” Fr. Rocky encouraged us to “keep dating.™ In other words,
spend alone time with each other every day, go out on “dates.” and try to take a
three-day trip together anywhere - away from the children once a year. He also
encouraged us to pray together as a couple and to try and go to bed at the same
fime each night (best time to talk to one another alone, without the children).

Fr. Rocky also spoke of our (as parents) reverence for God - that it is essential in
laying down the foundation for raising children of strong character. Our children
must see that we place God above all “things.” including activities. They see this
reverence when we go to Mass every Sunday and on Holy Days. Make Sundays
different - rest and do something special as a family. Let your children see that
Sunday is a great day - truly God’s day. (light the Advent candle!) Our children
see we have reverence for God when we take ourselves and our children to
confession, when we spend dinner fime together starting with prayer (and Fr.
Rocky said if you have to be away because of work/travel call your family during
the dinner hour and be present on your cell phone - if that’s what it takes
sometimes). Our children see our reverence for God when we end our days with
“family prayer” giving all thanks and glory to God for our day and asking Him to
guide and lead vs in all things. The family Rosary is a wonderful time to be



present with yvour family and give all reverence to God through Our Blessed
Mother - and Fr Rocky said it doesn’t have to be “perfect” with some kids
climbing on furniture, Dad half falling asleep, efc.- just do it. He also talked
about picking entertainment for your family that “inspires you and lifts you
up.” Choose movies with this in mind, with no irreverence for God.

Finally, Fr. Rocky spoke about Five Virtues we would want to pass on to our
children to help them grow info children of strong character.

1. Hard Work - Teach them the value of hard work. Make sure they know
what it means to work hard (give them chores!) Do work with them around
the house, and in serving others.

2. Piety - give them a reverence for God (Make sure they see in you that
God comes first and your great love for Him Learn more about your
Catholic Faith so that you can live it and pass it on to your children)

3. Purity - Teach yvour children about chastity and modesty. ( He said a lack
of purity and an understanding of chastity is the biggest factor leading to low
self-esteem in teenagers)

4. Sincerity - Teach your children at a young age what telling the truth
means. Make it clear to them that they are nof telling the truth when they are
not, so that as they grow they will become young men and women of honor -
true to their word. honest.

5. Devotion for God - Take time to visit Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament
(the Adoration Chapel) Take your children with you “Let’s go visit Jesus.™
Let your children see that you love Christ and His Church.

As you reflect on these suggestions, may you be inspired to join the St.
Peter’s Advent “Conspiracy” and be more fully present with God and others
during this Advent Season!!
