I define late work as:  “work not ready to be turned in at the beginning of the class period and/or when the rest of the class turns in the assignment.”  This includes work left in lockers, etc.  If it is not in the classroom, it is late. 





If a student has a late assignment and turns it in the next day, they will receive a reduction of 10% in the grade. If the assignment is more than one day late, the student may turn the work in any time up until one week before the quarter ends and receive a reduction in the grade of 50%.  





It is the student’s responsibility to get in all late homework. Any late assignments will be noted in TeacherEase.




















We will be using TeacherEase again this year to record grades. Parents and students can check their grades, see their score on a recent test/assignment or find out if they have any late homework. Please be sure to check this often. If you don’t have an account or have forgotten your password, send me an email and I will set you up.
