Use the rubric below for guidelines while planning your display board. I will grade your display as a test grade based on these guidelines.

	Points

	The size of your 3-sided board does not exceed your booth area.  Entries should be no more that (40 ) inches wide, thirty (30) inches deep and 6 feet high.  This includes any student supplied stand or drapes.

	Your exhibit is neatly prepared and does not have stray marks, illegible writing or loose items that are not properly affixed.

	You have proper lighting for your display. (NIU only)
	

	Media devices if used must be integral to your theme and may run for no longer than 3 minutes of your presentation.  (-5 if exceeds time)

	You have a title label that is the largest letter size on your board.
	5

	You have subheadings (smaller lettering ) to announce the main ideas of your exhibit.

	You have caption labels for individual items on your display.

	Your information supports your theme.

	Your display includes a timeline or a cause and effect reference to your historical theme.

	Your board has made attractive use of color.

	Your board reflects an interpretation or analysis of facts vs. a simple statement of fact.

	You have included primary source information such as copies of photos, maps or documents on your display.

	You have additional free standing artifacts or articles with your display that enhance your presentation.

	You are able to identify your artifacts and their relation to your theme.
